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What is a Global Issue?

An‘issue”is a matter of GOREEIR or of interest, and may have a political, social,
environmental or economic focus. An example of a political issue is, whether a
country becomes a republic. An example of a social issue might be how to reduce
violence on the streets.

Issues can also occur on different scales. They can be local or global, according to
the area that is affected.

When we talk about a global issue, we are usually referring to something that
affects a number of countries and populations. It is an issue that impacts upon or is
important to the global community.

Here are some examples of the most important global issues nowadays:
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International organizations predict that rising prices
for food EOMMOAIties and increasing fuel prices will
lead to an increase in the numbers of hungry people in
developing countries over the next decades.

There is growing
international concern that climate change will impact
on the economy, health, safety and security of many
countries and their inhabitants.
