DESARROLLO

audiovisuales y construiran el mensaje para entender cdmo comunica ideas de forma efectiva.

Introduction
The aim of this report is to describe a new department store called “Smart Choice” in Santiago and
asses its good and bad points.

Facilities

General characteristics:

Departments

There are 15 departments: Women, Men, Children, Decoration, Shoes Toys, Sports, Candy store,
Furniture, Appliances, Kitchen & Dining, Home Décor, Storage and Bedding & Bath.

Positive aspects: "Smart Choice" is colourful, bright and has a big variety of brands, many of which
cannot be found elsewhere in the city. There are 5 storeys with not only escalators, but also elevators.
The music is soft and nice and there is an area outside with food trucks with different food options.
What is more, all items and food are of high quality. In addition, there is a lot of parking space.

Negative aspects: Even though the location is quiet and isolated, it is difficult to get there by public
transportation. The prices of most stores are quite expensive, so it is a shopping centre mostly for
wealthy people. The attention in the food trucks is friendly but slow. Regarding the car park, it is often
crowded. What is more, considering that the store is new, there is a carelessness about the toilets
which during the early afternoon are already smelly and untidy.

Conclusion

To sum up, "Smart Choice" department store is the best place, if you don't know what exactly you
want to buy. "Smart Choice" has something to offer for everyone. Although it could be cheaper, | think
it is a good place where you can find that unique gift for someone special.

a. This is a formal piece of writing which should have an introduction: here you mention
the purpose and content of the report. Choose a title (heading).

b. Body: Here you divide the information into different sub-topics which are developed in
detail. Each topic will have an appropriate heading.

c. The last paragraph will summarize the information presented in the report and will
express your opinion and some recommendation/s, comments or suggestions.

d. Tips: Before you write your report, get in the character according to the instructions
and consider who your audience will be.

e. Choose a title (heading) for your report and plan the information to be included divided
into sub-topics with different titles.
